When you are operating on a WinWord 9 document attached to this template, the U+0300 "Combining Diacritical Marks" are accessed as <Ctrl> plus the following keys

These diacritics are to be typed in after the basic letter.  You have to zoom in real large to be quite clear that the brĕve (<Ctrl><3>) is really a little bit different from the haček (<Ctrl><8>), but that is the font designers' problem, not ours.  Why it is impossible to redefine <Ctrl><9>, Redmond alone knows.

The alphabetical combinations with <Ctrl> seemed too likely to be wanted for their original WinWord values.  Mnemonically, the first two give the number of underdots.  Circumflex is sensible, since this is what <Shift><6> yields, and grave to its left and right respectively seem plausible to McLoon.  Underscore and slash are obvious.  The rest are admittedly arbitrary.

If you don't like these key assignments, edit the DefineLoonikeys() macro, which is called from the Document_Open() macro which also cause that silly message box to happen.  If you want more or different, there are a total of eighty-two items between 0x0300 and 0x0362, according to The Unicode Standard 3.0 (see the table at p. 368).  The "Lucida" fonts seem to support them all, although McLoon is admittedly not 100% sure about that.  It should be obvious from the macros provided how to make more by just changing the name of an existing macro, the value of the magic number in the code and updating DefineLoonikeys() to suit.

The font "Lucida Sans" looks much better at 150% zoom than at 100%.  Plain "Lucida Sans" works fine.  You don't need "Lucida Sans Unicode" unless you are very l@@ny indeed.
